Apart from defining carefree 
and breaking the barriers of 
societal expectations of a 
Black girl, it is almost 
impossible to not identify with 
Black girl experiences, even if 
they were outside of the norm.  

“Growing up really depressed 
from going through trials and 
tribulations, I struggled with 
being the darkest girl. I felt like 
I had to keep myself a certain 
way but I was never interested 
in the things my peers were 
into,” said Osias. 

“It’s inspiring, it does 
something to other Black girls 
to see another one of us not 
stressed out and taking care of 
their mental health. That’s a big 
part of it.”

Witnessing the evolution of our 
definitions for our womanhood 
has allowed us to occupy space 
with more confidence and 
self-affirmation than ever before. 

Florida A&M University (FAMU) 
student and self-described 
“alternative Black girl” Linney 
Osias had to endure hardships 
growing up which shaped how 
she carries herself today. 

“I aspire to be a carefree Black 
girl. I remember seeing the 
phrase pop up when I was in 
college. It was very much girls 
putting flowers in their hair 
which is cool but I think it’s 
so much more than that,” 
Symphony said. 

A lot of carefree Black girls 
have experienced some form 
of societal shunning in their life 
in order to develop the lifestyle 
of carefree today. 

Black DC Artist and 
entrepreneur Symphony 
Johnson uses her business 
to capture the exploration of 
Black womanhood and being 
carefree in an art form.

“As a community, we Black 
women have started to celebrate 
ourselves to counteract the 
historical downplay of Black 
women being sexual, too much 
or being ghetto,” said Coleman. 

“We view Black women in 
art form with negative 
connotations. I love looking 
back on Black standards 
of beauty and what was 
considered sexy and 
beautiful throughout 
time,” said Johnson. 

As we continue to evolve and 
stretch the narrative of what it 
means to be carefree, it is okay 
to have various definitions of who 
she is. 

       hen you hear the phrase 
“carefree Black girl” what do 
you picture? Do you picture a 
melanin enriched girl in her late 
teens or early twenties sporting 
a huge afro with flowers placed 
just right in her coils? Or a sista’ 
with her Black power fist up, 
chin held high and a stern look 
on her face staring back at you? 

If you do a Google search of 
the carefree Black girl, you’ll 
find various opinions on the 
definition. While Wikipedia 
defines it as a cultural concept 
and movement, CareFree Black 
Girl, Inc. says it is: 

Harlem historian and Black 
culture enthusiast Latoya 
Coleman has experienced 
up close and personal the 
evolution of society’s 
definition of a Black girl into 
the expression of carefree.

“I did a whole essay on the 
Black girl coming from the 
place of artwork and how 
they were depicted in 
slavery time,” said Coleman. 

History wasn’t always kind to 
Black women and until recent 
years, the celebration of who 
we are wasn’t always apparent 
but driven by society’s view.

Stemming from the hashtag, 
“#carefreeblackgirl,’ the 
movement was created to 
promote solutions for women 
of color to keep striving in 
spite of their obstacles.”

Carefree black girls isn’t a 
moment but rather a movement 
with a legacy we hope to see in 
generations to come. 

The negative connotations of 
a carefree Black girl range from 
being careless and wild to not 
practicing good hygiene. 

Osias defines it as, “A girl who is 
herself and enjoys the aesthetic 
she pleases, a woman who is sure 
of herself at all times. A typical 
Black girl isn’t wearing lashes 
and weaves every day.”

“I think if we go back, the 
Black girl was viewed as 
property and hyper-
sexualized much like having 
big boobs and big butts 
long before the Kardashian’s 
made it popular.”

These ideas come 
from just the 
word “carefree.”

   : a menacing noun that 
shouldn't be limited to a single 
group, yet its connotation is 
affixed to one community when 
it's heard or spoken: Black men. 

 : a noun with no 
limitations or boundaries to who 
experiences it but something 
that one distinct community 
often struggles with possessing 
— again, Black men. 

"At a young age, boys are 
taught toxic behaviors and 
to put up walls, because any 
display of emotions and 
preferences not deemed as 
‘hard’ are coded as ‘soft’, ‘bad’, 
or ‘not valid. Black Boy Joy 
presents an alternate, nuanced, 
and realistic perspective.’” 

Black boy joy is a celebration 
of being who you are in fullness 
and not being limited to a box 
of Black manhood. 

Jelani R. James, Nur Ambaw 
and Azazus are three out of the 
millions of young Black boys 
and men across the nation who 
are currently representing what 
it means to have Black boy joy. 

James, a senior Florida 
Agricultural and Mechanical 
University student from 
Chattanooga, Tennessee 
is reconstructing the 
monolithic myth of Black men. 

"Black boy joy is the freedom 
to live without hesitation. It's 
unique because it's not shown 
often or accepted by society. 
Black boy joy is just joy that 
happens to be emitting from 
a black boy."

Black boy joy is more than 
finding inner happiness and 
peace, but also accepting 
their differences. James 
played sports like bowling, 
which doesn't align with the 
ideal sports for Black men, 
but he did it because it 
brought him joy.   

Ambaw hopes to one day 
become a role model that 
Black boys and men can look 
up to by going against his 
stereotype and he's taking it 
one step at a time by taking 
on school leadership positions 
and watching anime. 

"I wouldn't say being any 
specific color or race brings 
me joy. I just want to be 
accepted as me regardless," 
said the Alabama native. 

"Black boy joy isn't a phrase 
I hear too much in California, 
but what it means to me is the 
moment us Black boys express 
our happiness openly. Going 
against the stereotype of 
Black men not showing their 
emotions and being a man."

"We live in a 
society where love 
and vulnerability, 
especially between 
Black men is 
mocked or 
shunned,"

"Every day that I'm alive I am 
changing what it means to be 
a Black man. As is every other 
black man that is, has or will 
ever live," said the 23-year-old.

He chooses to not 
subject himself to 
society's rules 
about Black 
masculinity and is 
comfortable in his 
own fragility. 

"I think my religion played a big 
role in my identity and I use it 
as my moral compass for 
almost any situation," said the 
senior University Preparatory 
Academy student. 

Embrace your gift 
and go make a 
difference in your 
own world that 
others around you 
may not be doing. 
You may inspire 
someone else just 
like you."

This noun is society's perfect 
description of how Black 
masculinity should be viewed;

Alongside the words "Black boy," 
the noun automatically changes 
its meaning. The meaning is no 
longer about being happy; it's 
about embracing who you are 
abundantly when the world is 
seemingly against this emotion. 

states Black Boy Joy, a film 
dedicated to unpacking 
the nuanced perspectives 
of Black emotion. 

However, it's a celebration 
too often stripped away from 
young Black boys because 
they are limited to a category 
of endless discriminatory 
stereotypes ingrained in 
society for centuries. 

James’ secure foundation and 
confidence was instilled in him 
by his upbringing, similar to 
17-year-old Ambaw, whose 
Muslim household played a 
significant role in his identity.

"Be confident in the skin 
you're in because you don't 
get another super suit. 
Being you is your superpower.

Yet, the 21st century is slowly 
yet impactfully redefining 
the definition of a Black man 
by showcasing Black boy 
joy globally.

Just like 27-year-old music artist 
Azazus who also loves watching 
anime and utilizes his music to 
change the stigma of Black men.
